On completing her studies Kim freelanced for a number of design consultancies in London, including Factory Design.

More recently, Kim has worked in the bespoke furniture and luxury interior design industry in the UK for Alastair Graham & Company where she was able to nurture her interest for traditional cabinet making with specialist finishing techniques such as plaster, gilding, eglomise, marquerty and leather work.

In the summer of 2008 Kim Klelund Design Studio was founded and is based in Berlin.

Kim‘s experience reflects her interest in exploring design, art and culture and this is naturally conveyed through her cross discipline and collaborative projects. Owing to her inquisitive nature this has lead to work in the fields of jewellery, graphic, product, interior and furniture design. An innate communicator, Kim enjoys interaction with people and her surrounding environment. Therefore you will see a tactile, sometimes sculptural aesthetic to her work. She respects traditional craftsmanship but is also inspired by challenges and experimenting with new materials and modern production techniques.

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In the public eye
The London Design Festival marks the launch of Kim‘s debut collection which will be exhibited at Tent London between 24th-27th September.

The collection is entitled „Fabula“. Meaning ‚fable‘ in latin, the name draws on the journey which has led to the design and execution of the collection. The designs are fresh with clean lines, combining classic and modern with the use of subtle detailing and bold colours without being dominant.

In the run up to the show Kim‘s work will also be shown on billboards around Berlin, in a city-wide exhibition on over 1000 billboards from 24 August - 6 September. Kim‘s poster of her ‚Beton‘ coffee table was chosen from 300 designers who entered the CREATE BERLIN »CODE« competition, where designers were asked to bring together symbols, forms, colours and stories that make Berlin a »UNESCO-City of Design«. The ‚Beton‘ coffee table is part of the new collection and will also be shown at Tent London.

The fabula collection
The Mazey story. Mazey is an elegant sideboard that has derived its proportions to suit the modern home. It allows for everyday objects like books and CD‘s as well as accommodating oversize and awkward pieces like vases or champagne glasses. The dimensions have also taken into account it‘s potential use as a media unit.

The predominant features of this piece are the angular edge profile which adds an unexpected detail to the piece, framing the objects which it holds and the unusual layout of the shelfs and partitions. These are mirrored onto the back side of the sideboard serving two functions. Firstly, it allows each of the individual back sections to be left out during the manufacturing process, therefore, providing an outlet for audio equipment cabling. And secondly, it means that Mazey will look equally beautiful if standing in the middle of a room, as the 360 degree aesthetic has been thought of.

A perfect balance between function, aesthetic and craftsmanship

Each Mazey is made to order in two standard sizes and finishes. The ‚Mazey Tall‘ is also available to buy from the collection but will not be exhibited at the show. (Please see attached images for Mazey Long and Mazey Tall for the standard finishes)

The Klara story. Inspiration taken from native Scandinavian roots. The style was inspired by the settle couches of the Gustavian period. Kim Klelund received sponsoring from the famous Swedish textiles company, Jobs. When she first contacted them their initial reaction to her work was‚ ‘awesome furniture‘!

The Ribbon story. The Ribbon coffee table derives from the experimentation with lines and one single material creating an endless continuity. The final design looks effortless in it‘s simplicity but, each length of steel is a different length and angle therefore requiring a master craftsman‘s precision and experience.

The Beton story. Beton, made from concrete, and meaning ‚concrete‘ in German, exploits this material better known to be used in construction. The city of Berlin has seen a dramatic transformation since the fall of the wall almost 20 years ago and there is a real air of creativity and experimentaion in the air. Beton takes the growth and development of the city as it‘s primary influence.

The Majestic story. Majestic takes it‘s name from initiation ceremonies. Here one person is often stood before an initiator and is in a position to be accepted into a group, or be given a certain power. The central space in the rug is where the person being initiated would stand, with the entrance to the ceremony on one side and the acceptance into the group on the other.

In today‘s society one might just find this central area gives a piece of furniture pride of place and acceptance into a home.
